Dear New Homeowner:
Welcome to our neighborhood and congratulations on the purchase of your home!
On behalf of the Foster’s Creek Homeowners Association Board of Directors and other homeowners of Foster’s Creek we would like to welcome you to your new home and our community.  Over the coming months we look forward to meeting you whether it be walking down the streets or at a community activity.
The operation of your homeowners association is governed by a community-elected volunteer board of directors who are charged with overseeing the daily functions and financial responsibilities of the Association.  The Board is also responsible for maintaining members’ compliance with the established Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions and Bylaws of the Association.  They have specific provisions regarding what can and cannot be done on your property.  Please take the time to read through the Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions and Bylaws documents located on the Foster’s Creek HOA website (www.fosterscreekhoa.com).  Click on HOA Documents on the right side of the page, and then click on governing documents to access the Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions and Bylaws.

It is the main communication channel between the Board of Directors and the homeowner membership. You, the homeowner, must register with fosterscreekhoa.com to gain access to all of the available information.

Homeowners (and tenants) must click “INVITE” to be able to access all of the available information including upcoming activities and events, announcements, and a neighborhood forum.  Please take a few minutes to join, visit and familiarize yourself with their resources and get to know your community and neighbors through the Forum.  There’s also a Foster’s Creek HOA Facebook group (www.fosterscreekhoa/groups/996165230467064). Homeowners must click “INVITE” to be able to access all of the available information including activities and events, announcements, and a neighborhood forum.  The HOA and Community Facebook webpages provide ready answers to most of the questions homeowners and tenants have. 


Associa Gulf Coast Management is our contracted property management company.  They can be reached at 727-577-2200 (our community manager is Jackie Flood) or through the company website https://app.townsq.io/associa/login (Jacqueline Flood - jflood@associagulfcoast.com).  They should be contacted regarding monthly board meetings, community amenities, complaints regarding specific deed violations and for any questions regarding our annual homeowners’ dues assessments. Please provide Associa Gulf Coast Management with all of your contact information (name, address, phone number(s), email address) upon the purchase of your home. And, don’t forget to create an online account with them so that you can access all of the necessary documents.
The Association has an Architectural Review Committee (ARC) to help maintain the quality of our neighborhood.  Its function is to evaluate the plans for all exterior landscaping, repairs and remodeling (such as painting, decks, fences, trees and bushes, replacement roofs, etc.) to ensure compliance with all Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions, and Bylaws.  The purpose of this review is to protect our scenic environment and maintain the value of our homes.  All modifications to the exterior of your property, including repainting with the same color or from a Board-approved selection of colors, must first be submitted to Board Member and ARC liaison Al Cotta (email: ARC@fosterscreekhoa.com)  who will confirm that all information is accurate and complete.  He will then submit your ARC form to the Architectural Review Committee for its’ approval before any work can begin.  Per the community Bylaws, the Committee and HOA Board have 45 days in which to render a decision.  If work is started without prior approval, the homeowner risks being cited for a Covenants and Restrictions violation and may be required to alter or remove the changes at significant cost to the owner so it’s best to plan 2 months ahead when wanting to make any changes.
Information on some of the questions many new homeowners may have is included on a separate sheet in this mailing to get you off to a smooth start.
Again, welcome to the Foster’s Creek Community!  We know you’ll find our neighborhood is a great place to live! We encourage you to attend our Board meetings the second Tuesday of every month (7 p.m. at Fellowship Alliance Church located just past the Trevesta development on 69th St. E.), as well as your participation in our activities and functions!
